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FEES

Enrollment Fee: $150 required at enrollment. (NON-REFUNDABLE)
Monthly fees will be:  2-Day programs $220, 3-Day programs $270 and 4-Day programs $330. 
*We have divided the total fees for the year, into nine equal payments.*

A 10% discount IS given for the second and third child.  The discount is given on the lower tuition rate.  No discount is given on the enrollment fees.
