Repeating:  If you are considering having your child repeat a level, please notify the directors as soon as possible so we assure we get your child in the correct class.
NEW Students will also need:
____A Health Form, signed by your child’s doctor, MUST be on file in the preschool office within 30 days of enrollment.  FYI:  If you indicate your child has allergies and you put it on the form, you will have to provide an additional form from your doctor.  If your child has a peanut allergy or other serious allergies please speak with a Director. 
_____We must have a copy of your child’s immunizations at the time of enrollment to secure your child’s spot.  We do not accept immunization exempt students.
