A Call to Repentance 

6 “I am the Lord, and I do not change. That is why you descendants of Jacob are not 
already destroyed. 7 Ever since the days of your ancestors, you have scorned my 
decrees and failed to obey them. Now return to me, and I will return to you,” says 
the Lord of Heaven’s Armies. 

“But you ask, ‘How can we return when we have never gone away?’ 

8 “Should people cheat God? Yet you have cheated me!
