Jesus’
whole ministry is one of goodness beyond compare, of extravagant mercy beyond what we
deserve or even dare ask, and of grace hidden in ordinary things like words, water, bread,
and wine. This is then a precursor of what is to come, the first of many manifestations of
His mercy and the rich and overflowing provision of His grace to supply salvation to a
world that otherwise knows no joy.
