Elder Updates 
Dear FBC Brothers and Sisters 
 

The Elders met Monday evening 
to pray about and discuss the 
path forward for us as a church 
in the wake of Steve Selke ac-
cepting another offer.  After 
careful consideration, and prayer and guidance from The 
Holy Spirit, we have decided to push the pause button on 
resuming the search for our next Lead Pastor.  Our reason-
ing for this is twofold:  First, the Elders have identified sev-
eral high priority tasks that had been put on hold during 
the search process that must now be addressed. Chief 
among them are hiring a Worship/music director to lead 
our worship team, establishing a deacon board, updating 
our Constitution & Bylaws, and negotiating with Pastor Ray 
the framework for an extended period of serving as Interim 
Lead Pastor.  The second reason for this is because like 
many of you, the Elder board and certainly the PST need 
time to reset and take a breath.  We know many of you are 
disappointed with how the last search ended and might be 
anxious for us to jump back in and get another search going 
right away.  But we strongly felt the Holy Spirit is asking us 
to stop, listen, look and lean into Jesus. To wait on His tim-
ing, and follow His blueprint.  To tend to and shepherd the 
flock and the churches most pressing needs right now.  We 
believe Pastor Ray is doing an outstanding job filling the 
pulpit and preaching the Word of God and we are so 
blessed to have him.   
 

In this extended season of transition, we humbly ask for 
your continued patience as we wait and listen for what God 
is telling us to do.  Please remember to contact any of us 
should you wish to speak with us more about this, or have 
any other questions about this or any topic concerning our 
church.  We welcome and look forward to your feedback 
and comments.
