Answer: Put Moses in a basket in
the river.

4. Who came to the river and found the basket? Answer: Pharaoh’s daughter (the princess).

5. After he grew up, why did Moses have to run away from Egypt? Answer: He killed an Egyptian who was
beating an Israelite.

6. What strange thing did Moses see out in the desert? Answer: A burning bush that wasn't burning up.
7. What job did God give Moses? Answer: Lead the Israelites out of Egypt.

8. Name one of the three signs God gave Moses to show the Israelites. Answer: Staff turned into a serpent
(snake), hand covered with leprosy and then healed, and water turned into blood.

9. Who went with Moses to the Israelite leaders to show them the signs? Answer: His brother, Aaron.

10. What did Moses tell Pharaoh God wanted him to do? Answer: Let the Israelites go.

11. Why did God send the plagues? Who was He punishing? Answer: To show His power and to punish the
Egyptians for treating the Israelites badly as slaves.

12. Name one of the plagues. Answer: Water turned to blood. Frogs. Gnats. Flies. Sick animals. Boils. Hail.
Locusts. Darkness.

13. What word means God is all-powerful? Answer: Omnipotent.

14. What kind of animal did God tell the Israelites to roast for their special meal? Answer: A perfect lamb.

15. What were the Israelites told to do with the blood of their lambs to protect them from the final
plague? Answer: Put it on the doorposts.

16. Who would die when the tenth plague came? Answer: All the firstborn sons in Egypt.

17. During the tenth plague, what would God do when He saw a house with lamb’s blood on the
doorposts? Answer: Pass over it.

18. What was the name of the special meal that reminded the Israelites of what happened that night
when God passed over them? Answer: The Passover.

19. Who was called the Lamb of God in the New Testament? Answer: Jesus.

23. What happened when Pharaoh and his army followed the Israelites into the sea? Answer: God made
their chariot wheels get clogged so they didn’t work right.
