4.	 Where does the Holy Spirit dwell, and why is that important for our spiritual 
lives? Does He dwell permanently or temporarily? What do we need to do in 
response to His dwelling in us?

1.	 In what areas does obedience come naturally for you in your Christian life?

2.	 Share a time when you experienced God’s blessing because of obedience. 
Can you think of times where God withheld blessings due to disobedience? 

3.	 Do you live with an awareness of the Holy Spirit in your life? How can you 
depend more upon His leading and guiding you into the truth?
