WEDDING POLICY

Congratulations on your upcoming marriage.  We are excited to be a part of your new beginning together.  Please review the following guidelines for use of the Sanctuary and Fellowship Hall.  Please complete and sign the application and return as soon as possible to:

Any couple desiring to use the church sanctuary (or other church facilities) should contact the Church Clerk at   256-404-1166  or  alpinebaptist@gmail.com   who will clear the date and time with the Pastor and the church calendar.  Non-members should apply at least 90 days prior to the requested date.  No confirmation will be given non-members until 90 days before the date requested. No wedding may be scheduled in conflict with the church’s activities.  The Church Clerk will provide you with a copy of this policy statement and will set up an appointment with the church Pastor for a conference.

PASTOR:  The church Pastor must approve all weddings.  Whether or not he will perform the ceremony is at his discretion.  The couple must inform the Pastor of the ordained minister who will officiate at the wedding ceremony if it is to be someone other than the church Pastor.

MUSIC:  The music that accompanies the ceremony should direct attention to God and should be suitable and reverent.  Sacred or classical music is preferred.  Church policy requires that no popular/secular “love songs” be used.  Final approval for all music performed at the ceremony should be made in consultation with the Pastor or Minister of Music.  If you want the church musicians to provide the music for your wedding, you must contact them as soon as the wedding is scheduled.
GENERAL RULES:  Alpine Baptist Church does not employ a full-time custodian; therefore, the bride (or her family) is responsible for making arrangements for the cleaning of the church and/or Fellowship Hall following the wedding, reception and rehearsal dinner.

The florists or companies who decorate the sanctuary shall be responsible for any damage of any kind, caused by their employees or their equipment.  If they will not assume this responsibility, the family of the bride shall be responsible.

Candles must be of the non-drip variety and the carpet must be thoroughly protected.  Florists are responsible for the cleaning of wax from all floor coverings and furniture.

Under no conditions shall decorations be attached to the pews or other furniture by pinning, gluing or nailing.

All decorations, flowers, palms, and other equipment shall be removed from the church building immediately following the wedding/reception.
Air conditioning or heating will be turned on only at a reasonable time before any scheduled event.  Florists should note this and not bring flowers too early.

The pulpit stand, communion table and chairs may be removed.  Rails/screens may not be moved.  The antique furniture in the Fellowship Hall may not be moved.  All furniture must be returned to its appropriate place following the ceremony.

No rice, confetti or birdseed may be thrown within the church buildings.

No drinking or serving of alcoholic beverages is permitted on church property.  Wine may be used in Holy Communion within the confines of the wedding ceremony.

No smoking is permitted in the church buildings.

The church is not responsible for accidents or loss of items while using the facility. Please make sure that all electrical objects are unplugged immediately after use.
