HOLY GOSPEL   Matthew 4:1-11   [ESV]  

Then Jesus was led up by the Spirit into the wilderness to be tempted by the devil. And after 
fasting forty days and forty nights, he was hungry. And the tempter came and said to him, “If 
you are the Son of God, command these stones to become loaves of bread.” But he answered, “It 
is written, 

“‘Man shall not live by bread alone, but by every word that comes from the mouth of God.’” 
Then the devil took him to the holy city and set him on the pinnacle of the temple and said 

to him, “If you are the Son of God, throw yourself down, for it is written, “‘He will command his 
angels concerning you,’ And “‘On their hands they will bear you up, lest you strike your foot 
against a stone.’” 

Jesus said to him, “Again it is written, ‘You shall not put the Lord your God to the test.’” 
Again, the devil took him to a very high mountain and showed him all the kingdoms of the world 
and their glory. And he said to him, “All these I will give you, if you will fall down and worship 
me.” Then Jesus said to him, “Be gone, Satan! For it is written, 

“‘You shall worship the Lord your God and him only shall you serve.’” Then the devil left 
him, and behold, angels came and were ministering to him.

LITURGY based on THE LORD’S PRAYER 
P: O Lord, I call upon you; hasten to me! 
C: Give ear to my voice when I call to you! 
 
P: Let my prayer be counted as incense before you, and the lifting up of my hands as the 

evening sacrifice!  
C: Set a guard, O Lord, over my mouth; keep watch over the door of my lips! 
 
P: Do no let my heart incline to any evil, 
C: To busy myself with wicked deeds in company with men who work iniquity. 
 
P: But my eyes are toward you, O God, my Lord; 
C: In you I seek refuge; leave me not defenseless! 
 
P: Keep me from the trap that they have laid for me and from the snares of evildoers! 
C: Let the wicked fall into their own nets, while I pass by safely. 
 
P: Almighty God, to whom all hearts are open, all desires known, and from whom no 

secrets are hid, cleanse the thoughts of our hearts by the inspiration of Your Holy Spirit, 
that we perfectly love You and worthily magnify Your holy name, through Jesus Christ, 
Your Son, our Lord. 

C: Amen.

P: Assured of God’s great mercy, let us speak to our God as loving children speak to their 

loving father, confessing our sins unto Him: 
C: Faithful God, we confess that we have not resisted temptation as we ought. We 

too easily give in to sin, and we wander into paths we know will harm us. We 
trust our own strength instead of relying on Your Word and Spirit. Forgive us 
for our weakness and guard us from the enemy. 

 
P: I ask you before God, who searches all hearts, and one another, is this your sincere 

confession? 
C: Yes, this is my sincere confession before God and before my brothers and 

sisters in Christ. 
 
P: Upon this your confession, I, by the virtue of my office, as a called and ordained servant 

of the Word, announce the grace of God unto all of you, and in the stead and by the 
command of my Lord Jesus Christ I forgive you all your sins in the name of the Father 
and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit. 

C: Amen! 



 

P: As we continue to reflect upon the prayer Christ taught us to pray, we take time today 
to focus on the sixth petition: Lead us not into temptation. What does this mean? 

C: God tempts no one. We pray in this petition that God would guard and keep us 
so that the devil, the world, and our sinful nature may not deceive us or mislead 
us into false belief, despair, and other great shame and vice. Although we are 
attacked by these things, we pray that we may finally overcome them and win 
the victory.
