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WHO IS LIKE GOD?
| once heard a kid say that their dad was like God. Wow! If that kid knows God, that was a huge
compliment. So, who do you know is like God in some way? What are the ways?

LET’S LEARN TOGETHER

The Scriptures are God’s words that are written under God’s supervision (The Holy Spirit) and
preserved so that we might know God and live with Him forever. For this week, we will be reading and
learning from Ephesians chapter five. In the first three chapters, we see that God has blessed us, has
united us into one family, and now calls us to live “worthy” of His calling.

Read Ephesians 5:1-20 and ask God to help you learn from His words.

The context of these commands is found in the previous chapter. What is said in each of the following
verses:
e 4:1-Walkin a manner worthy of the calling

e 4:17 - no longer just as the Gentiles also walk
e 4:32 - forgive each other, just as God in Christ also has forgiven you

Chapter five has a series of commands that are based on our calling and our new identity. Read
through 5:1-20 and list below the descriptions of our identity.

e we are beloved children -1

e we are those loved by Christ — 2

e we aresaints—3

e we are those who have a “place” — 4

e we are those who are “in the light of the Lord; children of the light” — 8

e we are those desiring to “please the Lord” — 10

e we are those living “in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ” — 20

Our lives “in Christ” should lead us to trust and obey God in our behavior. Read back through and list
the commands for how we are to live as followers of Jesus.

His commands for how to live as His people (see above)
e Be imitators of God (1)
e Walkin love -2
e avoid sexual immorality, impurity, covetousness — filthiness, crude joking, 3-4
e Be thankful to God —4, 20
e Do not partner with those living in darkness — 7
e take no part in the unfruitful works of darkness
e Expose dark deeds (by living in the light) — 11-14
e Look carefully how you walk to be wise— 15
e Make the best use of your time -16



e Do not be foolish / understand the will of the Lord — 17
e Do not get drunk with wine - 18
e Be filled with the Spirit -18

This is quite a list. Which of these commands encourage you to ask God to help you obey them?
