2 Peter 1:3-15 – Make every effort 
 
 
LOOKING BACK 
It is difficult for us to look back. Once we have read or done something, we struggle to review or reflect. 
But that is our goal for this week. This passage of Scripture is one in which Peter wrote, “I will make 
every effort to” for you to remember these things. (1:15) So, let’s make the effort to reflect, remember, 
and soak in this promise and call.

At the end of this chapter, we read that the origin of Scripture is God working through people to speak 
His words. In our passage, Peter said that we should “make every effort” to follow his instruc�ons – to 
believe and trust in God’s “precious promises” and to add to our faith these seven quali�es and prac�ces.
