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Hey families! Here’s a look at what we’re covering with your kids this month so you can continue growing at home 
during the week. 
 

MAY’S BIG IDEA: We can walk with Jesus.   
To help your kids better remember our big idea, we like to use hand motions. Here are this month’s: 

We (point to everyone in the room) can walk (walk in place) with Jesus (sign language for Jesus) 
 
 

MAY 5TH 

This week, kids will read how the disciples were with 
Jesus when he went up to Heaven after the 
resurrection. 

� BIBLE: Acts 1:1-11 
� ASK: “Who did Jesus want the disciples to 

talk to about him?” Everyone!  
� CHALLENGE: As a family, think of someone 

you want to talk to about Jesus. Write a list 
of ways you can do this and then put it into 
action! 

 

MAY 12TH 

This week, kids will read how Peter and John were 
healing and teaching people at the Beautiful Gate. 

� BIBLE: Acts 3 
� ASK: “What happened when Peter and John 

prayed for the man?” He walked and jumped 
and gave thanks to God.  

� CHALLENGE: Create a “prayer wall” with 
pictures/sticky notes of prayers you want to 
pray this week. Talk about how prayers can 
include asking, thanking, and praising God! 

 
 

MAY 19TH 

This week, kids will read how Stephen boldly shared 
a message before the Sanhedrin. 

� BIBLE: Acts 6, 7:54-59 
� ASK: “What were the followers of Jesus able 

to do because of the Holy Spirit?” Be brave 
and tell others about Jesus.  

� CHALLENGE: Do something this week that 
requires bravery – try a new food, face a fear, 
or learn something new.  

 
 

MAY 26TH 

This week, kids will read how Philip shared the good 
news of Jesus in Ethiopia. 

� BIBLE: Acts 8:26-40 
� ASK: “What did the Ethiopian man ask Phillip 

to do for him? Why?” To baptize him in the 
water. He wanted to follow Jesus too.  

� CHALLENGE: Spend time talking about what 
it takes to follow Jesus. Invite your kids to list 
all the things they can do to have a 
relationship with Jesus – pray, read the Bible, 
go to the church, praise God in worship, tell 
others about him, honor God!
