
OCTOBER 6TH
This week, kids see how Job's faithfulness to God was tested.

BIBLE: Job 1–2:10; Hebrews 2:5–12
BIG IDEA: God is with me no matter what I go through.

ASK: 
What did Job have a lot of? Animals and kids
What happened to Job's animals and kids? They died.
Who was with Job when he lost his animals and kids? God
Who is always with us? God

CHALLENGE: Start every morning this week saying the following
affirmation in the mirror “God is with me no matter what I go through!”. 
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OCTOBER 13TH
This week, kids see how Job's friends comforted Job.

BIBLE: Job 2:11–13; 16:1–5; Hebrews 4:12–16
BIG IDEA: We can show God’s love in small ways.

ASK:
Why did Job’s friends visit him? To help comfort him and help him feel
better.
What did they do for Job? They sat beside him and cried with him for
seven days. 
Have you ever been sad? How did someone help you feel better? 
What can we show in small ways to others? God's love. 

CHALLENGE: Have everyone in your family randomly pick someone else and
then place something small that you can do that week to show them love
(take on their chore, serve them dinner, clean their room, give them a gift,
write them a kind note, give them a hug every day, etc.) 



OCTOBER 20TH
This week, kids see how God spoke to Job about his suffering.

BIBLE: Job 38:1–7, 34–41; Matthew 6:25–34
BIG IDEA: God is bigger than we could ever understand.

ASK: 
Who created the world? God.
Who did God ask a lot of questions to? Job.
Could Job do the things God asked him about? No, only God could. 
What is the biggest thing you can think of? God is bigger than that!

CHALLENGE: Spend the week pointing out things that are really big and
then say, “and God is bigger than that!!” 
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OCTOBER 27TH
This week, kids see how God helped Job rebuild his life.

BIBLE: Job 42:1–17; Mark 10:46–52
BIG IDEA: We can trust God will make everything right.

ASK: 
What man have you been learning about at church? Job.
Can you name some things Job lost? His family, animals, and his health.
How did God make things right for Job? God gave him more than he
ever had before. 
When things seem bad, who can make things right? God!

CHALLENGE: Using Legos, blocks, or magna-tiles, build something with your
kid talking about how Job had built his life. Then tear it down and talk
about how Job’s life went to pieces. Lastly, rebuild the structure and talk
about how God rebuild Job’s life and he will rebuild our life too!
