In the spirit of this season, let us now ask our God for what we need for ourselves as we participate
in the Christmas season as people coping with our loss, pain, suffering, loneliness, grief, sadness. In
response to the words, “Loving God, hear our prayer”, you’re invited to respond with “And in your
merciful love, answer.”

God, we come to you as Christmas dawns with the pain growing inside us. As the nights have been
growing longer, so has the darkness wrapped itself around our hearts. In this season of our longest
nights, we offer to you the pain in our hearts, the traumas that some of us cannot put into words.

And we offer our sacrifice of praise and thanksgiving to you, O Lord of all; presenting to you, from
your creation, this bread and this wine.

We pray you, gracious God, to send your Holy Spirit upon these gifts that they may be the
Sacrament of the Body of Christ and his Blood of the new Covenant. Unite us to your Son in his
sacrifice, that we may be acceptable through him, being sanctified by the Holy Spirit. In the fullness
of time, put all things in subjection under your Christ, and bring us to that heavenly country where,
with the blessed Virgin Mary, blessed David of Wales, and all your saints, we may enter the
everlasting heritage of your sons and daughters; through Jesus Christ our Lord, the firstborn of all
creation, the head of the Church, and the author of our salvation.
