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 The Lititz Moravian Trombone Choir dates back to December 4, 1771, when
a set of four trombones - soprano, alto, tenor and bass - were sent from
Herrnhut in Saxony, Germany, to the Lititz Moravian Mission community.
As was the custom in Europe, those first trombones in Lititz were also used
to announce births, deaths and important community events.  This warm,
beautiful method of communication has been appreciated by our
congregation continuously since that time.  
 With the advent of valve instruments such as trumpets, French horns,
baritones and tubas, the group added those instruments to the ensemble, so
today, the term “brass choir” would probably be more suitable.  The
Trombone Choir plays for special services, announces the death of a member
of the congregation, plays for funerals, community events, concerts and is
especially known for announcing the Risen Lord in the early hours of Easter
morning, and at the following Sunrise Service, it leads worshipers from the
church to the cemetery, playing an Easter chorale antiphonally. 
 The current members of the Trombone Choir are honored to follow their
many predecessors in providing this special music as a service to the
congregation and our community.
