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Buried Alleluias
Our Alleluias are gone! We have entered the season of Lent, which means our worship
changes. The change is subtle and simple. The word Alleluia disappears.

The tradition of “burying the Alleluia” dates back to the early medieval church. By the 6th
century, Western Christians began omitting the word during Lent to reflect the season’s
penitential tone. Because Alleluia is closely tied to Easter joy, it was set aside as an act of
anticipation. Today, the practice continues in many liturgical traditions, even ours, helping
us feel the longing for Easter’s return.

The word Hallelujah is Hebrew and means “Praise the Lord.” The word Alleluia is derived
from the Greek and Latin. It is a shout of joy, a declaration of resurrection hope. During
Lent, we set it aside—not because praise is wrong, but because this is a season of
reflection, repentance, and honest self-examination.

Lent invites us into the wilderness. As | write this, | am contemplating the upcoming
Sunday’s gospel, which is in fact Jesus being led into the desert. Ash Wednesday is just the
beginning; it is meant to slow us down.

When we do not sing Alleluia for forty days, we begin to feel its weight. We notice how
much we depend on joy. We realize that the hope of resurrection is not cheap or automatic
—it comes through the cross. As we move through Lent, we are asked to confront what
distracts us, what tempts us, and what needs healing in us. By removing the Alleluia from
our liturgy, we create space. The absence becomes meaningful.

And then, that moment early Easter morning, when we gather in the sanctuary right before
the dawn—our Alleluias are released. Our proclamation is full and strong, The Lord is
Risen, the Lord is Risen Indeed. It is joy rediscovered.

But for now, we wait. We walk with Jesus through this Lenten time. And we listen for where
God will speak into our wilderness and supply all that we need.
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As we look ahead to Easter, you are invited to honor or remember a loved
one by placing an Easter lily in the church on Easter Sunday. These flowers
help beautify our worship space while offering a meaningful way to give
thanks and remembrance.
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If you would like to participate, please return this form to the Church Office
or place it in the Sunday offering plate no later than March 30. The cost is
$20 per lily. Kindly include your payment when submitting the order form.
Make checks payable to Lititz Moravian Flower Fund with “Easter Lilies”
noted in the memo line.

Lilies may be picked up following the 10:30 a.m. Easter service on Sunday,
April 5.

You Belong Emerging Ministry

The 2023 Synod of the Moravian Church, Northern Province, noted that “the
inclusion and empowerment of individuals living with disabilities within
our congregations and communities is important to more fully living out the
love with which Christ calls us to live.” And they observed that “being
truly inclusive goes beyond physical spaces; ... other aspects ... must be

considered.”

Almost thirty years ago Lititz Moravian thought deeply about the physical
spaces we occupy. The result was significant remodeling, giving us the
many aids to access that we enjoy today. Ramps and elevators, roomy
bathrooms and doors that open at the touch of a button ~ all these and more
make it possible for members to attend worship and be involved in activities
that once were inaccessible to them. Now we are being challenged by Synod

to go the next steps.

So here’s a question for you. What would help
you be more present and active at Lititz
Moravian? What would make it possible for you
to invite to worship your friend or family
member who needs more accommodation than
we now provide? How can we include and
empower every person who wants to come
through our doors? If you have an idea, please

send it to the church office, attention Church in

Society Committee.

You Belong is one example of how Moravians can serve a community with
diverse needs. Founded in Green Bay, Wisconsin, in 2021, You Belong is “a
faith community of the Moravian Church that emphasizes the importance of
accessibility, inclusion of individuals living with disabilities, and living
into a new model of church.”

Faith—We see a community of FAITH where all are welcome to join in Worship, Fellowship, Discipleship,
Ministry, and Evangelism. We see people on a faith journey, actively living a Christian life in our world and
providing support for all those in need both at home and in mission.

Hope—We see a community of HOPE where people are encouraged and equipped to develop their spiritual gifts and
to use them in the service of our Risen Lord. We see a congregation where all are involved in a rich variety of
opportunities to serve and be empowered to follow God’s calling.

Love—We see a community of LOVE where questions of faith are welcome, where the broken find comfort, where
unconditional acceptance and love abound, and where all are under God’s canopy of grace and forgiveness.
