• Chapter 27 verses 1-6 speaks of 
God’s triumph over the lofty city by 
describing “A pleasant vineyard”, 
how do we as people currently living 
in the lofty city make steps to 
experience small glimpses of the 
triumph Isaiah speaks of in Chapter 
27. (Read John Chapter 15 for more 
insight)

• How do we invite someone into the 

city of God?  
• We are constantly impacted by the 

city of man but desire to stay 
allegiant to waiting on God’s city.  
What is one practical way you can 
live/remain in God’s city this week?
