The Bible talks a lot 
about God’s people being givers, but 
we will fail at giving if we do not first 
understand and internalize what it 
means for Jesus to be a giver. Over the 
course of the series we will be looking 
at five ways that God is a giver: life, 
help, promise, self, and hope.
