Review . . .

1. The Disciples Prayer consists of 6 requests.

2. The first three focus on God’s glory – His name, His kingdom, and His will.

3. The second set of three requests focuses on our good – the first is the provision of our daily bread.

Give

God desires your dependence and not your demands.

Us

This Day . . . Daily

A weighty lesson in faith and dependence is being emphasized by Jesus.

Jesus is focusing on keeping us focused on Him.

 “Give me neither poverty nor riches,
    but give me only my daily bread 
(ESV - fed with the food that is needful for me)
Otherwise, I may have too much and disown you
    and say, ‘Who is the LORD?’
Or I may become poor and steal,
    and so dishonor the name of my God.”
	Proverbs 30:8-9

This prayer is an authentic admission that “normal” life can blow up at any time,
that jobs and
health and
relationships and
financial assets and
national stability and
global peace can be upended at a moment’s notice.
God wants us to have a daily relationship with Him because He loves to meet the needs of His children in the moment of their needs.

 “Do not be anxious about tomorrow, for tomorrow will be anxious for itself.”
	Matthew 6:34

Worry or anxiety is the act of mentally experiencing potential negative events in the future, before they actually happen, essentially "living out" those anxieties in the present moment instead of facing them when they may or may not occur.

The Father will give us what we need when the future comes.

The steadfast love of the LORD never ceases;
    His mercies never come to an end;
they are new every morning;

Bread

What is Jesus referring to?

To ask for daily bread is to ask God for all things necessary for life and godliness.

Praying for our daily bread . . . 

1. Gives us a heart of contentment.

Sometimes God only gives us what we need (our daily bread) instead of what we want to keep us content.

 “God, if it is spiritually better for me not to have this or that, please take it away.  I trust that what you are doing and I am content with that.”

2. Motivates us to be thankful for the good gifts that we have instead of complaining about what we don’t have.


“Every good and perfect gift is from above, coming down from the Father of lights . . .”
	James 1:17

As a follower of Christ you can be absolutely sure that God has been careful to care for you in the past – 
is providing for you in the present – 
and is amply supplied to meet 
your every daily bread need in the future.

3. Keeps us dependent on God’s provision.
