The Fallout of the Fall
Genesis 3:14-24

Review . . .

1. Some sins seem insignificant – but end up being destructive. 
 “The Fall.”

Adam and Eve fell from a state of innocence 
into a state of sin, shame, slavery and death.

Satan loves to give us what we want 
so that we will eventually get what he loves for us to have.

2. Man had sinned and God had every right to stay away, but He came anyway!  

3. God wasn’t fishing for information – He was looking for a confession – what He got was an accusation.

4. It is a good thing that God does not allow us to go on as we please.

God calls our attention away from the pleasure of sin 
so that we might see the reality of sin.

The fallout of the fall . . .

1. To the serpent – eat dust.

“The LORD God said to the serpent,
‘Because you have done this,
    cursed are you above all livestock
    and above all beasts of the field;
on your belly you shall go,
    and dust you shall eat
    all the days of your life.’”

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2. To Satan – a Savior is coming.

“ I will put enmity between you and the woman,
    and between your offspring and her offspring.”
Genesis 3:15a

“He shall bruise your head,
    and you shall bruise his heel.”
	Genesis 3:15b

Your guilt may make you think that God is after you to punish you - 
but what God really wants to do is rescue you.

God is after you to save you from the sin
 that is seeking to destroy you.

3. To the woman – pain is coming (in childbirth and marriage.) 

“To the woman He said,
‘I will surely multiply your pain in childbearing;
    in pain you shall bring forth children.
Your desire shall be contrary to your husband,
    but he shall rule over you.’”
	Genesis 3:16

“Even though he is the head of the home, something in you will rebel against that and make you try to usurp his God-appointed authority.” 

4. To the man – work will be hard and you will die.



“And to Adam he said,
‘Because you have listened to the voice of your wife
