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In terms of population and casualties . . .

The 1200 that were murdered in Israel on October 7 would be the equivalent to killing nearly 40,000 U.S. citizens.

Four areas to address:

1. Why Israel is so special to God.

2. How it all began with Abraham.

3. Why Hamas is so dangerous and demonic.

4. What this current crisis causes us to ask about the end-times.

God chose and adopted the nation of Israel as His sons and daughters.
God showed Israel his glory and power.
God gave Israel the covenants. (we will come back to this)
God provided Israel the law.
God established temple worship.
God comforted them with wonderful promises.
God gave them leaders who foreshadowed the coming of Christ.
God established that Jesus himself would come through the nation of Israel.



It all started with Abraham – 4000 years ago . . .

Sin always has consequences.
Trying to do something your way instead of God’s way is always the wrong way.


The conflict taking place in Israel today is between the descendants of Ishmael and Isaac.

From Ismael comes the Arabs/Palestinians and ultimately Islam.

From Isaac comes Jacob (later renamed Israel) who fathers 12 sons – these are the 12 tribes of Israel – the very nation of Israel itself.


God establishes 5 major covenants with: 
1. Noah and his family
2. Abraham and his descendants
3. Moses and the Israelites 
4. David and the kingdom of Israel
5. The church

“The Lord had said to Abram, ‘Leave your native country, your relatives, and your father’s family, and go to the land that I will show you. 2 I will make you into a great nation. I will bless you and make you famous, and you will be a blessing to others. 3 I will bless those who bless you and curse those who treat you with contempt. All the families on earth will be blessed through you.’”
Genesis 12:1-3

“So the Lord made a covenant with Abram that day and said, ‘I have given this land to your descendants, all the way from the border of Egypt to the great Euphrates River.’”

1. Lineage
2. Land
3. Lord 

What God establishes, Satan destroys.
What God builds, Satan breaks.
What God creates, Satan counterfeits.
Who God loves, Satan hates.
Who God blesses, Satan curses.

1. The lineage . . . two sons – one (Isaac) is the promised one who is part of the covenant – the other one (Ismael) is not.

The Jews, the people of Israel, descend from Isaac.

 The Arabs/Palestinians, from which comes Hamas, descend from Ishmael.

Judaism comes from Isaac while Islam comes from Ishmael.

The current war in the Middle East
 is a family feud 4,000 years in the making.

2. The land . . . God gives the title deed to the land today known as Israel.
Whose land is this?

In relationship to the Palestinians/Arabs . . .

The Jews lived in the land for 2100 years before the terms “Palestine” or “Palestinian” existed.

The Jews lived in the land for 2600 years before the religion of Islam even existed.

To say that Israel is occupying land that is the Palestinians is a lie from Satan Himself.

In 1948 the Jews reclaimed their homeland and reestablished the nation of Israel.

Israel is entitled to the land—the Jews are not colonialists or occupiers.


There will never be peace in the Middle East until Jesus comes back.
3. Lord . . . Our Lord Jesus Himself comes from the lineage of Abraham.


Points to ponder:

1. Everything that takes place in the world today is related to spiritual warfare and God’s plan of redemption.

2. God has already won – is presently winning – and will win in the future as His plans cannot be stopped for Israel and you and me as followers of Christ.

3.  We should live by faith and not in fear though we live in times characterized by panic and anxiety.

4. Stand for Israel – God does and God will.
