4. Why Hamas is so dangerous and demonic.

Hamas is a modern day extension of an age old play
 to destroy the work of God.
A timeline . . .

· 1988 –  Hamas established by a Palestinian cleric as an offshoot of the Egyptian-based Muslim Brotherhood.

· 1993 – The Oslo Accords gave the Palestinians (PLO) autonomy and limited authority in Gaza and the West Bank.

· 1997 – Hamas designated a terrorist organization by the US and dozens of other countries. (The UN has failed to designate Hamas a terrorist organization.)

· 2005 – Israel evacuated all their troops and settlers from Gaza and built a security fence around Gaza entirely for national security.
· 2006 – Hamas won a surprise victory in the Palestinian parliamentary elections and then seized full control of Gaza.  


The meaning of the word “hamas” . . .

· In Arabic, it translates to “strength” or “zeal.”

· In Hebrews, it translates “violence” 

“Now the earth was corrupt in God’s sight, and the earth was filled with violence (hamas).” 
	Genesis 6:11

“And God said to Noah, ‘I am have determined to make an end of all flesh, for the earth is filled with violence (hamas) through them.  Behold I will destroy them with the earth.”
	Genesis 6:13

“The word ‘hamas’ means the sinful acts and character of individuals    against God, and against one’s fellow man . . . structural violence against a clear established organization . . . physical and psychological violence perpetrated on an individuals or another nation.”

“They will wreak slaughter, for the land is filled with bloodshed and the city with violence (hamas).”
	Ezekiel 7:23

Hamas is not just a group 
it is the very spirit of violence inspired by Satan that has worked through various groups throughout Scripture and history.
