Psalm 23 is not a Psalm of the dead but of the living.
It is for everyday life – not just the end of life.

Psalm 23 is part of a triple crown.
Psalm 22 is about the death of Jesus for sinners.
Psalm 24 pictures the end of the age when the King Himself will reign.
Psalm 23 is about how we live in between.

From the text . . . 

1. God is not a distant deity but a personal Lord who leads, feeds, and meets needs.

2. God is the source of everything I need to live.

3. There is nothing I need that God can’t supply.

4. God’s does not want me worrying about anything.

I shall not want – means I shall not worry.

· Worry is unreasonable – it doesn’t make sense – it is illogical.

· Worry is unnatural – we are the only created things that worry. 

· Worry is learned and anything that is learned can be unlearned.
· Worry is unhelpful – useless – doesn’t work – doesn’t change anything.

The only thing that worry changes is you – not anything else.

· Worry is assuming responsibility God never intended for you to have.

God did not call you to be the shepherd – He is.

· Worry is unbelief.
