“I don’t think you could pray more dangerous words than these three: ‘Thy Kingdom Come.’

If we truly understood what we were saying, we would probably pause before inviting such upheaval through our door. 

This often overused and underestimated petition can only be answered by turning our lives upside down and inside out.

Let’s be honest. We don’t always greet God’s kingdom with delight. We want certain things in life, and we not only want them, but we know how, when, and where we want them.

I want my wife to be a joyful and committed supporter of my dreams. 

I want my children to appreciate the fact that they have been blessed with me!

I want my schedule to be unobstructed and predictable. 

I want my peers and neighbors to hold me in high esteem. 

I want the ministry initiatives I direct to be well received and successful.

I want the pleasures and entertainment I prefer to be available on-demand.

I don’t want to suffer. 

I don’t want to live without.

Have you ever stopped and listened to yourself? Does the soundtrack to your life sometimes sound like this? ‘I want, I want, I want . . .’

It’s humbling and embarrassing to admit, but a lot of the time, we just want our kingdom to come and our will to be done.
