1. To share the good news of Jesus, we have to talk about the bad news.

3. Of the nature and scale of the issue. 

· The scale of the offence against God’s beautiful created order. 

· The widespread acceptance of this practice.

· The frequency of the problem. 

In 2023, there were an estimated 1,037,000 abortions in the United States.

This was an 11% increase from 2020, when there were 930,160 abortions.

One in every four women will have an abortion in their lifetime.

About one in every five pregnancies are aborted.

About 73,000,000 abortions occur each year worldwide - about 200,000 abortions per day.

29% of all pregnancies end in abortion.

Abortions outnumber live births in 14 major metropolitan areas.

Every day in America – around 2800 children are aborted.

Every hour in America – 116 babies are aborted.

Almost every minute 2 preborn babies are being aborted in the US.

4. We are to speak out for those who are most vulnerable. 

5. Jesus cares about sin and he cares about sinners. 

6. Our model is Jesus Christ.

Dilation and Evacuation (D & E) – which is surgical abortion – usually occurs between 13 weeks and 24 weeks.

At 16 weeks – a preborn baby has pain receptors throughout his/her body able to feel the sharp-edged instruments that tear the baby’s body into pieces.
