Part 1
Genesis 3 . . .

1. Reminds us that Satan loves misery and misery loves company.

“His tail swept down a third of the stars of heaven and cast them to the earth.”
	Revelation 12:4

2. Reveals how serious sin is – even the ones we would consider insignificant.

Satan always encourages us to take little steps in the wrong direction 
which will ultimately lead to huge consequences.

Satan always encourages us to think that sin brings about liberation.
Instead it brings about condemnation.

Wrapped in the promise of freedom – every temptation to sin is a lie – 
even the so called “little” sins.

“All of Satan’s fruit has worms.”

3. Recounts where the brokenness of our present world originated.

3 different views when it comes to brokenness.

· The forever pessimist.
“We are all gonna die!”
Lily Pouchot

· The unaware optimist.

· The hopeful realist.

Once we realize that we are the problem – 
we also realize that we cannot be the solution.

4. Helps us to recognize that ruining relationships is a primary purpose of Satan.

Satan hates biblical love, relationships, family and legacy!!

Your spouse is not the enemy 
but you and your spouse have an enemy.
After the wedding comes the war!!

From the text . . .

1. Satan is subtle and sneaky – 3:1a

“Now the serpent was more crafty than any other beast of the field that the Lord God had made.”
Genesis 3:1

She wasn’t looking for the serpent 
but the serpent was definitely looking for her.

2 truths concerning temptation . . .

· Temptation will come at a time when you least expect it.

· Temptation often comes when things are going well.

 “Be alert and of sober mind. Your enemy the devil prowls around like a roaring lion looking for someone to devour.” 
1 Peter 5:8
“devour” literally means to gulp down

“Some of you are already lying on his dinner plate,
and the sound you hear is the licking of his lips.”

2. Satan is a liar – he loves to lie about God’s Word – Genesis 3:1b-3

“He said to the woman, ‘Did God actually say, ‘You shall not eat of any tree in the garden’?” And the woman said to the serpent, “We may eat of the fruit of the trees in the garden, but God said, ‘You shall not eat of the fruit of the tree that is in the midst of the garden, neither shall you touch it, lest you die.’”
Genesis 3:1b-3

“Did God really (actually) say, ‘You must not eat from any tree in the garden?’”

“Really? Did God really say . . .”

How well does Eve know what God said?


If Satan can get us to think something in our minds – 
then our actions will follow accordingly.

· Satan focuses on God’s restrictions instead of God’s permissions.

Satan loves to subtract from God’s goodness.

No one ever sinned against God and improved their condition.

We focus on what God restricts 
instead of focusing on what God gives.

If God does restrict something in our lives – then it is for our good.

· Eve added to the prohibition that God had given. 

When you are tempted, don’t stop to talk it over or over analyze it.

3. Satan is a liar – he loves to lie about consequences – 3:4

“But the serpent said to the woman, ‘You will not surely die.’”
 	Genesis 3:4

The doctrine of God’s judgment
is the first doctrine that Satan denies.

If you believe you can get away with sin –
soon or later you are going to do it.

If you think that no one will know, 
no one will notice, 
no one will ever call you to account for your actions, 
you’ll eventually give in.

4. Satan is a liar – he loves to lie about God’s goodness – 3:5-6

[bookmark: _GoBack]“‘For God knows that when you eat of it your eyes will be opened, and you will be like God, knowing good and evil.’ So when the woman saw that the tree was good for food, and that it was a delight to the eyes, and that the tree was to be desired to make one wise, she took of its fruit and ate, and she also gave some to her husband who was with her, and he ate.”
	Genesis 3:5-6



Sin will always take your further than you wanted to go.
Keep you longer than you wanted to stay.
Cost you more than you’re willing to pay.

The Practical Level. 
The fruit was good to eat. 
That’s the lust of the flesh.

The Emotional Level. 
It looked beautiful to her. 
That’s the lust of the eyes.

The Spiritual Level. 
It would make her wise. 
That’s the pride of life.

“When you start fondling Forbidden Fruit, you’re already in the pit.”

If you don’t want to get trapped, don’t stop to inspect the fruit.

· Sin won’t seem so sinful when we doubt God’s goodness.

· Justifying your sin is a form of self-pity that leads to many other wrong decisions.

5. Sin is never an isolated or individual event – 3:6-7
