“All I Need to Know I Learned from Noah’s Ark.”

1. Don’t miss the boat.

2. Plan ahead - it wasn’t raining when Noah built the Ark.

3. Stay fit. When you’re 600 years old someone may ask you to do something really big.

4. Don’t listen to critics, just get on with the job that needs to be done.

5. For safety’s sake, travel in pairs.

6. Speed isn’t everything. The snails were on board with the cheetahs.

7. Remember the Ark was built by amateurs, the Titanic by professionals.


Questions to consider . . .

1. How could you even fit all those animals on the ark?

450 feet long, 45 feet high, and 75 feet wide – long and narrow and relatively low-slung, basically a floating barge - contained at least 100,000 square feet of floor space, equivalent to 20 full-size basketball courts - total storage space was over 1.5 million cubic feet, 
roughly the capacity of 569 standard railroad cars.

How many animals were on the ark?

“Remember there are really only a few very large animals, such as the dinosaur or the elephant, and these could be represented by young ones. Assuming the average animal to be about the size of a sheep and using a railroad car for comparison, we note that the average double-deck stock car can accommodate 240 sheep. Thus, three trains hauling 69 cars each would have ample space to carry the 50,000 animals, filling only 37% of the ark. This would leave an additional 361 cars or enough to make five trains of 72 cars each to carry all of the food and baggage plus Noah’s family of eight people. The Ark had plenty of space.”

2. How much poop would 50K animals produce every day? And whose chore was it to scoop it all up?

3. How did they get all the animals on there in the first place?

4. Why did Noah allow 2 cats to get on the ark?

Lessons learned . . .

1. God judges sin.

“Perhaps the great irony of this story is that we’ve turned it into a cute
little bedtime story, where ‘in come the animals two by two, the
hippopotamus and the kangaroo,’ and we paint it as a mural over our
baby’s crib like it’s a soothing, cuddly bedtime image.
