4 big principles from the text . . .

1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Regardless of what the world offers – faith refuses to identify with the world – 11:24

“By faith Moses, when he had grown up, refused to be known as the son of Pharaoh’s daughter.”
	Hebrews 11:24
	
“When the child grew older, she brought him to Pharaoh's daughter, and he became her son. She named him Moses, ‘Because,’ she said, “I drew him out of the water.”  One day, when Moses had grown up, he went out to his people and looked on their burdens, and he saw an Egyptian beating a Hebrew, one of his people.”
	Exodus 2:10-11

“At this time Moses was born; and he was beautiful in God's sight. And he was brought up for three months in his father's house, and when he was exposed, Pharaoh's daughter adopted him and brought him up as her own son. And Moses was instructed in all the wisdom of the Egyptians, and he was mighty in his words and deeds.
When he was forty years old, it came into his heart to visit his brothers, the children of Israel. And seeing one of them being wronged, he defended the oppressed man and avenged him by striking down the Egyptian.”

2. Regardless of the pleasures of sin – faith recognizes that they are only for a season – 11:25

“God, who richly provides us with everything for our enjoyment” or “pleasure.” 
	1 Timothy 6:17

“You have made known to me the path of life; you will fill me with joy in your presence, with eternal pleasures at your right hand.” 
	Psalm 16:11

3. Regardless of the worlds treasures – faith finds in Jesus the ultimate satisfaction – 11:26

“He considered the reproach of Christ greater wealth than the treasures of Egypt, for he was looking to the reward.”

“looking” is a word that means “to turn your eyes away from one thing in order to fix your attention on something else”

“reward” means “compensation or payment of wages due.”

“Now faith is the being sure of what we hope for.”

“I consider that the present sufferings are not worth comparing with the glory that will be revealed in us.”
	Romans 8:18

“Therefore we do not lose heart.  Though outwardly we are wasting away, yet inwardly we are being renewed day by day.  For our light and momentary troubles are achieving for us an eternal glory that far outweighs them all.  So we fix our eyes not on what is seen, but on what is unseen.  For what is seen is temporary, but what is unseen is eternal.”
	2 Corinthians 4:16-18

4. Regardless of the consequences – faith chooses to identify with Christ people no matter what – 11:26

“He fell to the ground and heard a voice saying to him, ‘Saul! Saul! Why are you persecuting me?’
‘Who are you, lord?’ Saul asked.
And the voice replied, ‘I am Jesus, the one you are persecuting!’”
	Acts 9:4-5
“He [Moses] chose to be mistreated along with the people of God rather than to enjoy the pleasures of sin for a short time.” 

“If you belonged to the world, it would love you as its own. As it is, you do not belong to the world, but I have chosen you out of the world. That is why the world hates you.”
John 15:19

Two lasting lessons . . .

1. By faith – refuse to go along with the sinful flow of society.
“Why do you call me, ‘Lord, Lord,’ and do not do what I say?”
	Luke 6:46

“These people honor me with their lips, but their hearts are far from me.”

2. By faith – represent your family well.

“But you are a chosen people, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, a people for God's own possession, to proclaim the virtues of Him who called you out of darkness into His marvelous light.”
	1 Peter 2:9

Moses refused social position.
Moses refused sinful pleasures.
Moses refused staggering prosperity.

Instead, Moses chose faith in God 
which led to the salvation of God’s people
