January 22, 1973: The Supreme Court, by vote of 7-2 handed down its infamous Roe v. Wade decision that made it a constitutional right to abortion up to the moment of birth.

· Abortion is different from miscarriage because it is the deliberate ending of a pregnancy. 

· Abortion is also different from premature birth caused by an accident because it ends a pregnancy by medical means. 

· It is also different from premature birth because its intended result is the death of the unborn baby.


Is the unborn child a living, human being?

Every preborn child is a living, human being.

S stands for size

“A baby’s heart will beat approximately 54 million times before birth. 

Pain is detected by the fetus in the first trimester. 

At 30 days, the unborn baby is only one-quarter of an inch long and yet he has a brain, eyes, ears, mouth, kidneys. 

At 35 days his fingers have formed. 

At 40 days brain waves can be detected and recorded. 

In the 7th week after conception, the baby begins to move spontaneously. 

In the 10th week, the baby squints, swallows and hiccups and all of the baby’s organs are developing and some of the vital organs—such as intestines, brain, and liver—are starting to function. 

By 11 weeks, the baby is almost fully formed. Your baby’s just over 2 inches long and weighs about half an ounce.

By the 4th month, his ears are functioning. 

He can hear his mother’s voice for the first time. 

By the 7th month, he can see and hear and taste.

His ears are functioning.

By the 9th month, the baby weighs between 6 and 9 pounds. 

His heart pumps 300 gallons of blood per day. 

He is fully capable of life outside the womb.”
