Slide 1 About one minute into the sermon, he said this “The Old Testament points us to Jesus.” 
This am explanation
Slide 2Luke 24:27 Then beginning with Moses and all the Prophets, he interpreted for them the things concerning himself in all the Scriptures. 
This is after the resurrection on the road to Emmaus with the two disciples.  Jesus is giving us a model of how to look at the Old Testament.  we ask the question, “how would Jesus have explained this Old Testament passage concerning himself.”
Why look at OT?
Story
Slide 3 Concerning Jesus in the Old Testament 
2 Samuel 9:1–13 (ESV) 
1 And David said, “Is there still anyone left of the house of Saul, that I may show him kindness for Jonathan’s sake?” 2 Now there was a servant of the house of Saul whose name was Ziba, and they called him to David. And the king said to him, “Are you Ziba?” And he said, “I am your servant.” 3 And the king said, “Is there not still someone of the house of Saul, that I may show the kindness of God to him?” Ziba said to the king, “There is still a son of Jonathan; he is crippled in his feet.” 4 The king said to him, “Where is he?” And Ziba said to the king, “He is in the house of Machir the son of Ammiel, at Lo-debar.” 5 Then King David sent and brought him from the house of Machir the son of Ammiel, at Lo-debar. 6 And Mephibosheth the son of Jonathan, son of Saul, came to David and fell on his face and paid homage. And David said, “Mephibosheth!” And he answered, “Behold, I am your servant.” 7 And David said to him, “Do not fear, for I will show you kindness for the sake of your father Jonathan, and I will restore to you all the land of Saul your father, and you shall eat at my table always.” 8 And he paid homage and said, “What is your servant, that you should show regard for a dead dog such as I?” 9 Then the king called Ziba, Saul’s servant, and said to him, “All that belonged to Saul and to all his house I have given to your master’s grandson. 10 And you and your sons and your servants shall till the land for him and shall bring in the produce, that your master’s grandson may have bread to eat. But Mephibosheth your master’s grandson shall always eat at my table.” Now Ziba had fifteen sons and twenty servants. 11 Then Ziba said to the king, “According to all that my lord the king commands his servant, so will your servant do.” So Mephibosheth ate at David’s table, like one of the king’s sons. 12 And Mephibosheth had a young son, whose name was Mica. And all who lived in Ziba’s house became Mephibosheth’s servants. 13 So Mephibosheth lived in Jerusalem, for he ate always at the king’s table. Now he was lame in both his feet. 
Slide 4 Author Dane Ortlund says it this way, “the entire scripture is a web of texts that all work together to tell us of God’s great plan to save the weak through Jesus Christ.” Let’s look at this story that so vividly points us to Jesus.
Slide 5 1 Our desperate need for Jesus Background – 
Slide 6 2 Samuel 4:4 Jonathan, the son of Saul, had a son who was crippled in his feet. He was five years old when the news about Saul and Jonathan came from Jezreel, and his nurse took him up and fled, and as she fled in her haste, he fell and became lame. And his name was Mephibosheth. 
Slide 7 2 Jesus is the very kindness of God  verse 1 And David said, “Is there still anyone left of the house of Saul, that I may show him kindness for Jonathan’s sake?”
After he becomes king, David had to fight to establish his kingdom. Slide 8 David was keeping the promises he had made to Jonathan - 1 Samuel 20:14–15 14 If I am still alive, show me the steadfast love of the Lord, that I may not die; 15 and do not cut off your steadfast love from my house forever, when the Lord cuts off every one of the enemies of David from the face of the earth.”  
Slide 9 That word kindness David uses – that is a very important word in the Old Testament. It is used about 250 times. It is the Hebrew word Hesed. 
Here is another example. Slide 10 Psalm 63:3 Because your steadfast love is better than life, my lips will praise you. ESV this morning our passage says kindness this verse in the Psalms and the verse earlier in 1 Samuel it says steadfast love, the King James uses mercy, kindness, and lovingkindness the most. The NIV says love or kindness, the NLT says unfailing love or kindness, the CSB says faithful love or kindness…New American Standard says loving kindness or just kindness. 

So, what is going on with this word? 
Slide 11 Here is Pastor Phil’s definition. In the Old Testament, Hesed is the covenant, unchanging, unfailing, everlasting, faithful love, kindness, and grace of God. In my opinion, this is the closest word for the gospel in the Old Testament.

Mephibosheth is in hiding – 
. Slide 12 1 John 4:9 God’s love was revealed among us in this way: God sent his one and only Son into the world so that we might live through him. 
David responded to God’s hesed towards him by showing hesed to Mephibosheth. How do we respond to God’s love to us by sending his son Jesus. We show God’s love to others Slide 13 Later in 1 John 4 we read - 1 John 4:19 We love because he first loved us. Camp PARC 
Slide 14 3 Jesus searches us out – v2-3a 2 Now there was a servant of the house of Saul whose name was Ziba, and they called him to David. And the king said to him, “Are you Ziba?” And he said, “I am your servant.” 3 And the king said, “Is there not still someone of the house of Saul, that I may show the kindness of God to him?”
David doesn’t just wonder if there is anyone, he can show kindness too, he acts. 
Slide 15 Two important verses in the gospel remind us that one Jesus is the true servant who searches for us Mark 10:45 (ESV) For even the Son of Man came not to be served but to serve, and to give his life as a ransom for many.” Second, Jesus came to seek and to save the lost. Luke 19:10
Slide 16 theologian HDM Spence wrote, “He follows us in our wanderings, comes near to our loneliness, and calls us by his Word, his providence, and his Spirit.”
Slide 17 4 Jesus rescues the helpless -v3b-5 Ziba said to the king, “There is still a son of Jonathan; he is crippled in his feet.” 4 The king said to him, “Where is he?” And Ziba said to the king, “He is in the house of Machir the son of Ammiel, at Lo-debar.” 5 Then King David sent and brought him from the house of Machir the son of Ammiel, at Lo-debar.
Slide 18 We read in 2 Samuel 8:15 So David reigned over all Israel, administering justice and righteousness for all his people. That news might not have reached Lo-debar yet. 
the Bible says before Christ we are enemies of God. Slide 19 Paul says it this way Ephesians 2:12 At that time you were without Christ, excluded from the citizenship of Israel, and foreigners to the covenants of promise, without hope and without God in the world. 
Romans 5:6–8 6 When we were utterly helpless, Christ came at just the right time and died for us sinners. 7 Now, most people would not be willing to die for an upright person, though someone might perhaps be willing to die for a person who is especially good. 8 But God showed his great love for us by sending Christ to die for us while we were still sinners.  
Slide 20 5 The grace of Jesus demands a response 6 6 And Mephibosheth the son of Jonathan, son of Saul, came to David and fell on his face and paid homage. And David said, “Mephibosheth!” And he answered, “Behold, I am your servant.”
we don’t know what was going through Mephibosheth’s mind.. 
What Mephibosheth does next is very important 
Slide 21 6 Jesus restores us 7 7 And David said to him, “Do not fear, for I will show you kindness for the sake of your father Jonathan, and I will restore to you all the land of Saul your father, and you shall eat at my table always.”
David makes it personal, he called Mephibosheth by name. 
 Slide 22  John 10:3 The gatekeeper opens it for him, and the sheep hear his voice. He calls his own sheep by name and leads them out. Salvation is personal. Jesus is calling us and leading us by name.
The most common command in the Bible is do not fear.. Slide 23  Romans 8:15  For you did not receive the spirit of slavery to fall back into fear, but you have received the Spirit of adoption as sons, by whom we cry, “Abba! Father!” 2 Timothy 1:7 for God gave us a spirit not of fear but of power and love and self-control.  The temptation to fear is going to come. 
Slide 24 7 We must humbly worship Jesus 8 8 And he paid homage and said, “What is your servant, that you should show regard for a dead dog such as I?”
How does Mephibosheth respond to this lavish grace shown by David? 
Slide 25 1 Samuel 24:14  After whom has the king of Israel come out? After whom do you pursue? After a dead dog! After a flea!  
How do we react to God’s lavish grace? 
Slide 26 James 4:10  Humble yourselves before the Lord, and he will exalt you. 
Slide 27 8 From Jesus comes abundance 12-13 12 And Mephibosheth had a young son, whose name was Mica. And all who lived in Ziba’s house became Mephibosheth’s servants. 13 So Mephibosheth lived in Jerusalem, for he ate always at the king’s table. Now he was lame in both his feet. 
We also have an inheritance coming.  Slide 28 Romans 8:16–17 16 The Spirit himself bears witness with our spirit that we are children of God, 17 and if children, then heirs—heirs of God and fellow heirs with Christ, provided we suffer with him in order that we may also be glorified with him. 
Slide 29 Donald Grey Barnhouse explains it this way:
“If a man dies, leaving a large farm to four heirs each receives a percent of the whole. But if a man leaves a farm to four co-heirs, then each son owns the whole farm. Each one can say, ‘This house is mine; those barns are mine; those fields are mine.’ Thus when the Lord tells us that we are heirs of God and co-heirs of Jesus Christ, we are being informed that everything that God the Father has given to the Lord Jesus Christ has been given to us also.”
Slide 30 Isaiah 25:6 On this mountain, the LORD of Armies will prepare for all the peoples a feast of choice meat, a feast with aged wine, prime cuts of choice meat, fine vintage wine. 
. Slide 31 Matthew 26:29  But I tell you, I will not drink from this fruit of the vine from now on until that day when I drink it new with you in my Father’s kingdom.” 
Slide 32 Speaking of this celebration in heaven Jeremiah 31:13 Then young women will dance and be glad, young men and old as well. 
Conclusion:
Slide 33 Jesus himself said Matthew 13:52 “Therefore every scribe who has been trained for the kingdom of heaven is like a master of a house, who brings out of his treasure what is new and what is old.”  
Now he was lame in both his feet
Jewish commentator Robert Atler and this is what he said, Slide 34 “This notice at the end about Miphiboseth’s lameness also underscores the continuing antithesis between the fates of the house of Saul and the house of David: King David came into Jerusalem whirling and dancing before the Lord; the surviving Saulide limps into Jerusalem, crippled in both legs.” 
Slide 35 Paul wrote: Titus 3:4–5  4 But when the goodness and loving kindness of God our Savior appeared, 5 he saved us, not because of works done by us in righteousness, but according to his own mercy, by the washing of regeneration and renewal of the Holy Spirit,
