· Create and provide more opportunities for developing leaders and discipleship through purposeful mentoring and small groups.

· Examine the possibility of starting a private Christian school that will build upon our present preschool.

· Move forward in developing plans for expanding our present facility which will allow for continued growth in our worship gathering, children’s and student’s ministry and other vital and flourishing ministries of Petsworth Baptist Church.

What then is our goal for raising funds?

· By faith and by God’s grace we are seeking to raise $5 million over the next 3 years to begin the building process.

· Over the next 3 months we will be intentionally talking about faith and finances as we move forward.

· On April 26th we will be calling the church to a commitment Sunday in which will ask each active attending family of our church body to commit what God has placed upon their hearts and minds to give over the next 3 years above and beyond their regular giving.


Did you know that . . .

· Since 2016 – you have given $4.8 million to ministry and missions in your general giving and almost $1 million in designated funds.
· In 2025 we added 31 new members with 17 of them being by baptism.

· Our worship attendance has continued to increase with some Sunday of over 400 in attendance.

· On Wednesday evening every room is being used for Awana, Men and Women’s Studies and Student Ministry with over 225 in attendance.

2. We become sacrificial givers – 8:2
