A house divided against itself cannot stand. Jesus makes this observation in light of charges that he is 
possessed. He is possessed, not by a demon, but by the Holy Spirit. We who have received the Holy Spirit 

through baptism have been joined to Christ’s death and resurrection and knit together in the body of 
Christ. Those with whom we sing and pray this day are Jesus’ family. With them we go forth in peace  

to do the will of God. 
 

We especially welcome our guests who are worshipping here today. What a privilege to greet you! 
If you have no church home in the area, we invite you to participate in the life and ministry of Good 
Shepherd.

Our worship reflects the liturgical tradition of the Christian church. During the summer, Holy 
Communion is celebrated on the first, third, and fifth Sundays at the 9:30 a.m. “traditional” services in 
the sanctuary. Our summer schedule runs through September 1. 
 

To all worshippers: The presence of children in worship is a gift to the Body of Christ and a reminder 
that our congregation is growing. Remember that Jesus said, “Let the little children come to me.” Please 
welcome our young ones and give their parents a smile of encouragement or a helping hand, if needed. 
 

To the parents of young ones, here are a few suggestions for worshipping with your children: 
Relax! God put the wiggles and giggles in kids; don’t feel that you have to suppress them in His house. 
All are welcome! Sit toward the front, where it is easier to see and hear what’s going on. Quietly explain 
the parts of the worship service and actions of the pastor, ushers, communion assistants, etc. Sing the 
hymns and songs, pray, and voice the responses aloud. Children learn worshipful behavior by copying 
you. If you have to leave the worship service with your child or stand up and walk around the back of 
the sanctuary, feel free to do so, but please come back! And finally, if you so choose, . . .  
 

You are welcome to use our nursery, as well as our parents’ room next to the nursery, if your young 
ones need a break from the service. The Parents’ Room is also a comfortable place where mothers may 
nurse their babies. The worship service is livestreamed to a monitor in the Parents’ Room. 
 

We offer Bible studies for adults on Sunday mornings during the summer. See News and 
Announcements for class information. Sunday School classes for children and youth resume in the fall.

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First Reading         Genesis 3:8-15 
 

Immediately after Adam and Eve eat the forbidden fruit, they hide from God. Neither takes 
responsibility for their sin, instead blaming each other, the snake, and even God. The curse on 
the snake was understood as a messianic prophecy by the early church, who associated Eve’s 

“offspring” with Christ. 
 

L: 8[Adam and Eve] heard the sound of the LORD God walking in the garden at the time of the 
evening breeze, and the man and his wife hid themselves from the presence of the LORD 
God among the trees of the garden. 9But the LORD God called to the man, and said to him, 
“Where are you?” 10He said, “I heard the sound of you in the garden, and I was afraid, 
because I was naked; and I hid myself.” 11He said, “Who told you that you were naked? 
Have you eaten from the tree of which I commanded you not to eat?” 12The man said, “The 
woman whom you gave to be with me, she gave me fruit from the tree, and I ate.” 13Then 
the LORD God said to the woman, “What is this that you have done?” The woman said, “The 
serpent tricked me, and I ate.” 14The LORD God said to the serpent, 

 

      “Because you have done this, 
          cursed are you among all animals 
          and among all wild creatures; 
      upon your belly you shall go, 
          and dust you shall eat 
          all the days of your life. 
      15I will put enmity between you and the woman, 
          and between your offspring and hers; 
      he will strike your head, 
          and you will strike his heel.”

Second Reading       2 Corinthians 4:13–5:1 
 

Life in the present is transitory and cannot compare with the eternal home God has prepared 
for us. So we do not despair no matter what life might bring because we know that as God 

raised Jesus from the dead, God promises to bring us into eternal life. 
 

L: 13Just as we have the same spirit of faith that is in accordance with scripture—“I believed, 
and so I spoke”—we also believe, and so we speak, 14because we know that the one who 
raised the Lord Jesus will raise us also with Jesus, and will bring us with you into his 
presence. 15Yes, everything is for your sake, so that grace, as it extends to more and more 
people, may increase thanksgiving, to the glory of God. 

      16So we do not lose heart. Even though our outer nature is wasting away, our inner 
nature is being renewed day by day. 17For this slight momentary affliction is preparing us 
for an eternal weight of glory beyond all measure, 18because we look not at what can be 
seen but at what cannot be seen; for what can be seen is temporary, but what cannot be 
seen is eternal. 
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      5:1For we know that if the earthly tent we live in is destroyed, we have a building from 
God, a house not made with hands, eternal in the heavens.

P: The Holy Gospel, according to St. Mark, the third chapter.

In response to charges that he is possessed, Jesus wonders aloud how anyone who is demon-
possessed can cast out demons. Those who do the will of God are possessed by the Holy Spirit, 

siblings of Christ. 
 

P: [Jesus went home;] 20and the crowd came together again, so that [Jesus and the disciples] 
could not even eat. 21When his family heard it, they went out to restrain him, for people 
were saying, “He has gone out of his mind.” 22And the scribes who came down from 
Jerusalem said, “He has Beelzebul, and by the ruler of the demons he casts out demons.” 
23And he called them to him, and spoke to them in parables, “How can Satan cast out 
Satan? 24If a kingdom is divided against itself, that kingdom cannot stand. 25And if a house 
is divided against itself, that house will not be able to stand. 26And if Satan has risen up 
against himself and is divided, he cannot stand, but his end has come. 27But no one can 
enter a strong man’s house and plunder his property without first tying up the strong 
man; then indeed the house can be plundered. 

      28“Truly I tell you, people will be forgiven for their sins and whatever blasphemies they 
utter; 29but whoever blasphemes against the Holy Spirit can never have forgiveness, but is 
guilty of an eternal sin”—30for they had said, “He has an unclean spirit.” 

      31Then his mother and his brothers came; and standing outside, they sent to him and 
called him. 32A crowd was sitting around him; and they said to him, “Your mother and 
your brothers and sisters are outside, asking for you.” 33And he replied, “Who are my 
mother and my brothers?” 34And looking at those who sat around him, he said, “Here  
are my mother and my brothers! 35Whoever does the will of God is my brother and sister 
and mother.”
