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LHow is your Bible Recap Reading Going? If you are on track then by the date the
newsletter goes out you will be starting the Song of Solomon and will have read 11
books of the Bible. You also will have read much of the book of Psalms. I hope that
your reading has been a blessing and your relationship with God has grown
significantly. I know that reading the plan again has been an amazing spiritual
discipline thus far for me. But I have to say reading it with you and preaching from it
weekly has been a blessed challenge. 

First of all it is great to read with you. I have loved connecting with you after services
and around the community over events that have stuck out in the reading and your
God shots. I learned long ago the power of group Bible study. God takes our
experiences, our backgrounds, and our unique mindful perspectives and connects
them to His Word to create some incredible understandings. I have learned things
from people that I am teaching that still stay with me when I read those passages
today. Reading together as a church has brought opportunity after opportunity to hear
your unique perspectives and understandings. So please keep sharing these with me
when we see each other. I want to hear how God is speaking to you as we read God’s
Word together. 

The new amazing opportunity I have had is preaching the Bible recap passages. As all
preachers do I have the areas of the Bible that I most like to preach on. But there are
areas that maybe a preacher hasn’t had as much preaching experience. Many times it
is like Leviticus and the minor prophets. Both of those would be sections I haven’t
preached as much from. But when forced to because of the reading, I have
experienced God speak to me in fresh new ways. 

Psalms is a book I love to read but haven’t preached as much from. I feel that the way
the Psalms have been set along side the events they are believed to be speaking to,
has made them especially powerful. For example Psalms 51 is David seeking God’s
mercy after one of his worst sins. We see David ask not only for forgiveness but a
change in his heart so he won’t sin again. Where do you seek God to change your
heart? I encourage you to read Psalm 51 10-12 below and pray the same prayer. 

”Create in me a pure heart, O God, and renew a steadfast spirit within me. Do not cast
me from your presence or take your Holy Spirit from me. Restore to me the joy of your
salvation and grant me a willing spirit, to sustain me.“
Psalms 51:10-12 NIV

I also want to encourage you to keep reading or jump in where we are. We are halfway
through the year now and have so many great passages to read. If you have fallen
behind go ahead and jump to where we are. Let’s read and study together. Everyday
God is waiting to speak to you through His Word. His Word as Hebrew 4:12 tells us 
Is living and active and sharper than any double edged sword. God’s Word penetrates
our lives to transform our lives!
