	(Slide: Legos!) Who here likes to build things? Me too! I LOVE building with Legos—sometimes I follow the instructions… and sometimes I just build whatever I imagine!
	Today, we’re going to hear about someone who built something VERY important… not with Legos, but for God!
	(Slide: Solomon) This is Solomon. He was King David’s son, and God chose him to be king after David died.
	(Slide: 1 Kings 8:10–11)
	• But Solomon understood something important… Even though the temple was amazing… God is too big to be contained in a building!
	Jesus came to earth!
	(Slide: John 1:14)
	(SLIDE: He is Risen) After Jesus died and came back to life:
	Object Lesson (Jar) COULD do the iodine with bleach. (they had to continue to do sacrifices but Jesus was our sacrifice once for all!)
	(Slide: 1 Corinthians 6:19–20) “Your body is a temple of the Holy Spirit…”You are God’s temple now!
