CHILDREN’S MINISTRY AT ST. JOHN’S
Children are an active, vital part of the St. John’s community, and they are always welcome in worship. 
Nursery care is available for infants, toddlers, and preschoolers on the lower level. During the 9:00 service, 
children ages 3 to 11 are invited to Children’s Church for the first half of the service. All professional staff 
and volunteers who work with children and youth are Safe Church-trained, and parents may observe 
children’s and youth ministry at any time.

COMMUNION AT ST. JOHN’S 
In the Episcopal Church, anyone who is baptized, no matter what church they were baptized in or how old 
they are, is welcome to meet Jesus in the bread and wine. Baptized children may receive communion as soon 
as they can eat solid food, as their parents wish. Come forward to the altar rail when the ushers indicate it 
is your turn. To receive the bread, extend your hands in front of you for the priest to place a wafer in your 
palm. Gluten-free wafers are available by request. If you wish to receive the wine, drink directly from the 
chalice. Please do not dip your wafer in the wine. If you wish to receive a blessing instead of communion, 
cross your arms over your chest. Communion can be brought to you at your seat; just let an usher know. 
Receiving neither a blessing nor communion is always an option, as well. To learn more about baptism, 
please speak with Gia or David.

To center yourself before worship, you may wish to use this prayer:

O Almighty God, you pour out on all who desire it the spirit of grace and of supplication: Deliver 
us, when we draw near to you, from coldness of heart and wanderings of mind, that with steadfast 
thoughts and kindled affections we may worship you in spirit and in truth; through Jesus Christ our 
Lord. Amen.
