From the Desk of the Pastor:

Webster’s Dictionary gives several definitions for the word “faith” including confidence or trust in a person
or thing and belief not based on proof. One can put their faith in many different things. For example, some
put their faith in themselves, their own efforts and abilities. Some put their faith in science or the
government, or their bank account.

The Book of Hebrews provides a wonderful definition of faith. “Faith is the assurance of things hoped for,
the conviction of things not seen” (Hebrews 11:1). The writer of Hebrews then goes on to share examples
of many heroes of the faith. These are people who demonstrated faith and trust in God, not in themselves,
not in any earthly thing. They weren’t perfect people, but they heard God’s words and promises and they
put their trust in Him.

As the people of God today, we live by faith. There are many things about God, about His nature, about
His plan for our salvation, that are hard for us to fully comprehend. There are many things that we accept
by faith — that God is a Triune God, Father, Son, and Holy Spirit; that the Bible is the inspired and inerrant
Word of God; that Jesus is God and Man at the same time; that the body and blood of Christ are truly
present for us in Holy Communion. These are things we believe because God says it is so.

On July 27, we will begin a sermon series at Covenant titled “What Can Faith Do?” We’ll consider the Hall
of Fame of the Faithful as they are described in Hebrews 11. We’ll walk through those famous Old
Testament stories of people like Cain and Abel, and Enoch, and Noah, and Abraham, and Jacob and
Moses, and more. We will properly frame those familiar accounts from the Bible in the light of faith.

Those Old Testament heroes of the faith put their hope and trust in God’s promise of a future Savior. You
and | put our hope and trust in the Savior who fulfilled all those promises, the One who was born in
Bethlehem and crucified on Calvary that we might be reconciled to God and live in His kingdom forever.
We have a God who is trustworthy, a God who always keeps His promises. May we always and ever put
our lives in God’s hands and live by faith in Jesus.
