Genesis 22:2       
2 Then God said, “Take your son, your only 

son, whom you love, Isaac, and go to the region of 
Moriah. Sacrifice him there as a burnt offering on a 
mountain I will show you.”

God spared Isaac – Foreshadowing to 
substitution and sacrifice of God’s Only Son 



Moses:
Exodus 24:12-18 – The Law
Exodus 39-40 – The Tabernacle 
Deuteronomy 34:1-4 – The Land
David:
II Samuel 7:10 – King David’s offspring
Prophets:
Jesus fulfilled 300 prophesies spoken about Him 

500 years from the Moses to David
1000 years from David to Jesus



Matthew 1:23         “The virgin will conceive and give 
birth to a Son, and they will call Him Immanuel”.  

(which means “God with us”).
Matthew 5:17       “Do not think that I have come to 
abolish the Law or the Prophets; I have not come to 
abolish them but to fulfill them.”
