


Ephesians 2:11-12

11 Therefore remember that at one time you Gentiles 
in the flesh, called “the uncircumcision” by what is 
called the circumcision, which is made in the flesh by 
hands 
12 remember that you were at that time separated 
from Christ, alienated from the commonwealth of 
Israel and strangers to the covenants of 
promise, having no hope and without God in the 
world.

The Gentiles v. The Jews

Gentiles - NOT liked & seen as lesser

Circumcision – Jewish Sign of being   
(Gen17) ”set apart” and Covenant

Jews saw Gentiles as NOT chosen 

And NOT a part of God’s blessings



God’s Plan…
Before Abraham – NO Israel, only Mankind
Genesis 3:15 “And I will put enmity between you and 
the woman, and between your offspring and hers; He 
will crush your head, and you will strike His heel.”

After Abraham – Use Israel to save Mankind
Isaiah 49:6 “He says: ‘It is too small a thing that you 
should be My servant to raise up the tribes of Jacob 
and to bring back the preserved of Israel; I will make 
you as a light for the Nations, that My Salvation may 
reach to the end of the earth.’”



PEACE
13 But now in Christ Jesus you who once were far off have 
been brought near by the blood of Christ.
14 For He Himself is our PEACE, Who has made us both one 
and has broken down in His flesh the dividing wall of 
hostility.
15 by abolishing the law of commandments expressed 
in ordinances, that he might create in himself one new 
man in place of the two, so making PEACE,
16 and might reconcile us both to God in one body through 
the cross, thereby killing the hostility.
17 And he came and preached PEACE to you who were far 
off and PEACE to those who were near.
