HOW TO APPLY

Applications need to be turned in
ANNUALLY & returned to the
Church Office.

Applications for Preschool thru High
School for the current school year
are due BY September 15th each
year to qualify for the full amount.
(Applications received between
September 16 and Feb 16 of the
current school year will be consid-
ered for a partial year scholarship.)

College bound student applications
are due by July 15.

ST. PAUL ECC (Preschool -
4K):
The church may grant up to $90
per student per school year.

KINDERGARTEN - GRADE 8:
The church may grant up to $400
per student per school year.

HIGH SCHOOL:
The church may grant up to $625
per student per school year.

COLLEGE STUDENTS:
The church may grant up to $800
per full time student per year ($400
each semester). Part time college
students will be prorated by their
number of credits.

All scholarships are paid directly to
the school. One half will be paid each
semester (August & December) upon
acceptance and registration at any
Concordia University.

All scholarships are granted
at the discretion of the
Scholarship Committee
