Guidelines for Reception of the Lord’s Supper: The Lord’s Supper, also called Com-
munion or the Eucharist, is the family meal of Christians. We invite all followers of Jesus
Christ to partake of this sacrament: those who have believed the good news, have re-
pented of their sins and are baptized members in good standing in the Lord’s Church. If
you are not a Christian, or if you are not prepared to share in this meal, we encourage
you to spend this time in prayer. We hope that this time is helpful to you as you consider
your relationship with Jesus Christ and with his people, the Church.

Note About Partaking: “Whoever, therefore, eats the bread or drinks the cup of the
Lord in an unworthy manner will be guilty of profaning the body and blood of the Lord.
Let a person examine himself, then, and so eat of the bread and drink of the cup. For
anyone who eats and drinks without discerning the body eats and drinks judgment on
himself.” (1 Corinthians 11:27-29)

Prayers of Reflection for Those Not Partaking: If you are not able to receive the Lord’s
Supper this morning, please use this time to meditate on one of the following prayers.

Prayer for Those Searching for Truth: Lord Jesus, you claim to be the way, the truth,
and the life. Grant that | might be undaunted by the cost of following you as | consider
the reasons for doing so. If what you claim is true, please guide me, teach me, and open
me to the reality of who you are. Give me an understanding of you that is coherent, con-
vincing, and that leads to the life you promise. Amen.

Prayer for Awakening: Lord Jesus, | have heard teaching from the Bible for years, and
have been in church for years, but very little of this even seems real to me. Please show
me the reality of what you are saying. Unnerve me with the badness of the bad news. Cap-
tivate me with the goodness of the good news. Make what is familiar seem new. Amen.

Prayer of Belief: Lord Jesus, | admit that | am weaker and more sinful than | ever before
believed, but through you | am more loved and accepted than | ever dared to hope. |
thank you for paying my debt, bearing my punishment on the cross, and offering for-
giveness and new life. Knowing that you have been raised from the dead, | turn from my
sins and receive you as Savior and Lord. Amen.
