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The Big Idea:
Real compassion does not ignore bondage.  Real compassion helps people find freedom through truth, responsibility, and the transforming power of Jesus Christ.

Jesus answered them, “Truly, truly, I say to you, everyone who practices sin is a slave to sin… So if the Son sets you free, you will be free indeed.” – John 8:34–36 (ESV)

1. Addiction Reveals the Slavery of Sin
“Don’t you realize that you become the slave of whatever you choose to obey?” – Romans 6:16 (NLT) 

2. Compassion Must Be Grounded in Truth
…“Woman, where are they?  Has no one condemned you?”  11 She said, “No one, Lord.”  And Jesus said, “Neither do I condemn you; go, and from now on sin no more.” – John 8:10,11 (ESV)
Woe to those who call evil good and good evil, who put darkness for light and light for darkness, who put bitter for sweet and sweet for bitter! – Isaiah 5:20 (ESV)



3. God’s Goal Is Restoration
“Brothers, if anyone is caught in any transgression, you who are spiritual should restore him in a spirit of gentleness.” – Galatians 6:1 (ESV)
