The Big Idea:
Following Jesus faithfully means embracing His kind of freedom, not the kind we prefer.


1. The crowd wanted political freedom, but Jesus exposes a deeper slavery.
“Everyone who practices sin is a slave to sin.” – John 8:34 (ESV)
“You are slaves to the one you obey.” – Romans 6:16 (NIV)
“There is a way that seems right to a man, but its end is the way to death.” – Proverbs 14:12 (ESV)

2. External change cannot fix internal bondage.
“The human heart is the most deceitful of all things, and desperately wicked.” – Jeremiah 17:9 (NLT)
“I will give you a new heart and put a new spirit in you.” – Ezekiel 36:26 (NIV)


3. Jesus offers real freedom—and it comes through surrender.
“So if the Son sets you free, you will be free indeed.” – John 8:36 (ESV)
See, your king comes to you, righteous and victorious, lowly and riding on a donkey. – Zechariah 9:9 (NIV)
God made him who had no sin to be sin for us, so that in him we might become the righteousness of God. – 2 Corinthians 5:21 (NIV)
