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The Big Idea:
The Holy Spirit is not a distant force, but a personal companion given to every follower of Jesus to guide, empower, and transform us, just as Jesus did for His disciples.

1. Every Follower of Jesus Has the Holy Spirit, but Not Every Follower of Jesus Walks in the Holy Spirit!

And a man lame from birth was being carried, whom they laid daily at the gate of the temple that is called the Beautiful Gate to ask alms of those entering the temple.  3 Seeing Peter and John about to go into the temple, he asked to receive alms.  4 And Peter directed his gaze at him, as did John, and said, “Look at us.”  5 And he fixed his attention on them, expecting to receive something from them.  6 But Peter said, “I have no silver and gold, but what I do have I give to you.  In the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth, rise up and walk!” – Acts 3:2-6 (ESV)

2. To Walk in the Holy Spirit, You Must Talk to the Holy Spirit

“The grace of the Lord Jesus Christ, the love of God, and the communion of the Holy Spirit be with you all.” – 2 Corinthians 13:14

3. Walking in the Holy Spirit Overcomes the Lusts of the Flesh

“Walk in the Spirit, and you shall not fulfill the lust of the flesh.” – Galatians 5:16

Practical Steps for walking in the Holy Spirit…
a. Abide in Him: Prioritize time with the Holy Spirit through prayer, worship, and reading the Bible.
b. Be Attentive: Listen for His voice and guidance in your daily life and carry on conversations with Him.
c. Surrender Control: Trust Him to work in you and through you, even when it doesn’t make sense.
