You know him, for he dwells with you and will be in you." – John 14:16-17 (ESV)

The Big Idea:
As a follower of Jesus, I must understand who the Holy Spirit is so I can 
walk in His power and presence.

Anyone who does not have the Spirit of Christ does not belong to him. – Romans 8:9 (ESV)

Who is the Holy Spirit?
1. The Holy Spirit is God
“You have lied to the Holy Spirit...  You have not lied to man but to God.” – Acts 5:3-4 (ESV)
“He who searches hearts knows what is the mind of the Spirit, because the Spirit intercedes for the saints according to the will of God.” – Romans 8:27
“These things God has revealed to us through the Spirit.  For the Spirit searches everything, even the depths of God.  For who knows a person's thoughts except the spirit of that person, which is in him?  So also no one comprehends the thoughts of God except the Spirit of God.” – 1 Corinthians 2:10-11
“Where shall I go from your Spirit?  Or where shall I flee from your presence?” – Psalm 139:7 (ESV)

2. The Holy Spirit is Personal
“And I will ask the Father, and he will give you another Helper, to be with you forever…” – John 14:16 (ESV)
“Do not grieve the Holy Spirit of God.” – Ephesians 4:30 (ESV)

3. The Holy Spirit is Dwells in Followers of Jesus
“Do you not know that your body is a temple of the Holy Spirit within you, whom you have from God?” – 1 Corinthians 6:19 (ESV)
