When God Says, “Enough Sitting”
Deuteronomy 1:1–18
The Foundation
Today, we begin a journey through Deuteronomy, a book that is a sermon. Moses, in the last weeks of his life, gathers God’s people on the plains of Moab and preaches to them. The God who spoke at Horeb is now speaking again at Moab, and through this book, He is still speaking to us today.

1. The God Who Speaks Sets the Scene (Deut. 1:1–5)
Israel is across the Jordan, still in the wilderness, with the promise visible just across the river. It took them forty years for an eleven-day journey, yet God is still speaking. His patience is grace. His persistence is grace. The very fact that there is a verse 3 at all is grace.

2. The God Who Speaks Says, “Move” (Deut. 1:6–8)
“You have stayed long enough at this mountain.” Even Horeb, a great spiritual experience, was never meant to be a destination. God calls His people forward into a vast inheritance. He is a God who does not change.

3. The God Who Speaks Equips His People (Deut. 1:9–18)
Moses confesses, “I am not able to bear the burden of you alone.” God responds by providing leaders, structure, and judges, all of whom are wise, understanding, and experienced men to share the load. We do not walk alone. We walk with God, and we walk with each other. God never sends His people somewhere without giving them what they need to get there.
