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1 Corinthians 13:6 - (love)… rejoices whenever the truth wins out. (NLT)

Proverbs 10:10 - People who wink at wrong cause trouble,  but a bold reproof promotes peace. (NLT)  

Matthew 7:3-5 - And why worry about a speck in your friend’s eye when you have a log in your own?  How can you think of saying to your friend, ‘Let me help you get rid of that speck in your eye,’ when you can’t see past the log in your own eye? Hypocrite! First get rid of the log in your own eye; then you will see well enough to deal with the speck in your friend’s eye. (NLT) 

Learning #1: Before we confront, we need to evaluate ourselves.

2 Corinthians 12:19 - No, we tell you this as Christ’s servants, and with God as our witness. Everything we do, dear friends, is to strengthen you. (NLT) 

Proverbs 27:6 - Wounds from a sincere friend  are better than many kisses from an enemy. (NLT) 

Learning #2: Confrontation will be difficult. 

Proverbs 16:23 - From a wise mind comes wise speech; the words of the wise are persuasive. (NLT) 

2 Corinthians 2:4 - I wrote that letter in great anguish, with a troubled heart and many tears. I didn’t want to grieve you, but I wanted to let you know how much love I have for you. (NLT)

Proverbs 25:12 - To one who listens, valid criticism  is like a gold earring or other gold jewelry. (NLT)

Proverbs 25:11 - Timely advice is lovely, like golden apples in a silver basket. (NLT)

Proverbs 12:18 - Some people make cutting remarks,  but the words of the wise bring healing. (NLT)

Proverbs 16:21 - The wise are known for their understanding, and pleasant words are persuasive. (NLT) 

Galatians 6:1 - Dear brothers and sisters, if another believer is overcome by some sin, you who are godly should gently and humbly help that person back onto the right path. (NLT) 

Learning #3: When confronting in love, we need to reassure the person.   

Proverbs 12:25 - Worry weighs a person down;  an encouraging word cheers a person up. (NLT)  

1 Corinthians 1:4 - I always thank my God for you... (NLT) 

2 Corinthians 7:4 - I have the highest confidence in you, and I take great pride in you. (NLT)

2 Corinthians 7:8-11 - I am sorry that I sent that severe letter to you, though I was sorry at first, for I know it was painful to you for a little while. Now I am glad I sent it, not because it hurt you, but because the pain caused you to repent and change your ways. It was the kind of sorrow God wants his people to have, so you were not harmed by us in any way. For the kind of sorrow God wants us to experience leads us away from sin and results in salvation. There’s no regret for that kind of sorrow. But worldly sorrow which lacks repentance, results in spiritual death. Just see what this godly sorrow produced in you! Such earnestness, such concern to clear yourselves, such indignation, such alarm, such longing to see, such zeal, and such a readiness to punish wrong. You showed that you have done everything necessary to make things right. (NLT)
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
