Learning #1: Focus on Jesus, not control.
Luke 2:16-17 - They hurried to the village and found Mary and Joseph. And there was the baby, lying in the manger. (NLT)
Luke 2:19 - Mary treasured up all these things and pondered them in her heart. (NLT)
Matthew 11:28 - Come to me, all of you who are weary and carry heavy burdens, and I will give you rest. (NLT)
Learning #2: We can’t say yes to everything, so choose your best yes.
Mark 6:31 - Then Jesus said, “Let’s go off by ourselves to a quiet place and rest awhile.” He said this because there were so many people coming and going that Jesus and his apostles didn’t even have time to eat. (NLT)
Ecclesiastes 5:3 - Too much activity gives you restless dreams; too many words make you a fool. (NLT)
Learning #3: Give your grief to God.
Psalm 147:3 - He heals the brokenhearted and bandages their wounds. (NLT)
Psalm 34:18 - The Lord is close to the brokenhearted; he rescues those whose spirits are crushed. (NLT)
2 Corinthians 1:4 - He comforts us in all our troubles so that we can comfort others. (NLT)
Learning #4: Don’t do it alone.
Matthew 1:23 - Look! The virgin will conceive a child! She will give birth to a son, and they will call him Immanuel, which means “God is with us.” (NLT)
Luke 9:24 - If you try to hang on to your life, you will lose it. But if you give up your life for my sake, you will save it. (NLT)
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
