Learning #1: God is not hiding. He wants to be known.

Colossians 1:15 (NLT) - Christ is the visible image of the invisible God.

John 14:7 & 10 (NLT) - If you had really known me, you would know who
my Father is. The words | speak are not my own, but my Father who lives
in me does his work through me.

Learning #2: God says that you matter to Him.

Matthew 10:29-31 (NLT) - What is the price of two sparrows—one copper
coin? But not a single sparrow can fall to the ground without your Father
knowing it. And the very hairs on your head are all numbered. So don't be
afraid; you are more valuable to God than a whole flock of sparrows.

Psalm 139:17-18 (NLT) - How precious are your thoughts about me, O
God. They cannot be numbered! | can’t even count them, they outnumber
the grains of sand! And when | wake up, you are still with me!

Romans 8:38-39 (NLT) - And I am convinced that nothing can ever
separate us from God'’s love. Neither death nor life, neither angels nor
demons, neither our fears for today nor our worries about tomorrow—not
even the powers of hell can separate us from God’s love. No power in the
Sky above or in the earth below—indeed, nothing in all creation will ever be
able to separate us from the love of God that is revealed in Christ Jesus
our Lord.

Learning #3: Jesus didn’t just come so God could forgive you. Jesus
came so God could restore you.




Psalm 103:10-12 (NLT) - He does not punish us for all our sins; he does
not deal harshly with us, as we deserve. For his unfailing love toward
those who fear him is as great as the height of the heavens above the
earth.

John 10:10 (NLT) - My purpose is to give them a rich and satisfying life.

Romans 8:11 (NLT) - The Spirit of God, who raised Jesus from the dead,
lives in you. And just as God raised Christ Jesus from the dead, he will give
life to your mortal bodies by this same Spirit living within you.

Romans 10:9-10 (NLT) - If you openly declare that Jesus is Lord and
believe in your heart that God raised him from the dead, you will be saved.
For it is by believing in your heart that you are made right with God, and it
is by openly declaring your faith that you are saved.
