WEDNESDAY EVENING BIBLE STUDY 
Jesus’ Journey to Jerusalem According to the Gospel of Luke
March 12, 19, 26 and April 2, 9 - 7 pm

In a key passage in the Gospel of Luke, and only in the Gospel of Luke,
we are told that Jesus “set his face to go to Jerusalem” (Luke 9:51), and
then just two verses later Luke repeats it. That Jesus is resolute,
determined, steadfast, and unwavering is clear. What is also clear is that
the Gospel of Luke itself is equally determined in its telling of these
most dramatic and compelling events of Jesus’ ministry. Some have
called this the greatest story ever told.  If so, then we might say that
Luke is the greatest storyteller. Join as we study, discuss, learn from,
and even have some fun with this deep and meaningful portion of
Luke’s Gospel and of Jesus’ ministry. As a study guide, we will be using
